2010 is the fifth year that we have had the High Point program. There were 36 horse
and rider combinations. (Purebred - 8, Partbreds - 11, Adult Amateur - 9 and Juniors
- 8). The entries were down from 2009. The previous years had:

2009 had 44 entries

2008 had 36 entries

2007 had 51 entries

2006 had 41 entries.

In 2009 the rules were changed to include points for all classes that the amateurs or
juniors ride in. Also changed was to include points from a non Region 17 qualifying
show held in Region 17. Example - a Region 5 or 6 qualifier held by a Region 17
club in Region 17. Some people had included points from these shows in 2008 and
their points could not be counted. For 2011, the points system has changed. The
class A shows will still be one point for a regular class and 2 points for a
Championship class. Breeders will stay the same at 4 points per horse but the Region
17 show will change to 6 points and the Nationals will change to 8 points per horse.
